Some groups address a spe-
cific need; others are designed to allow each 
one of us to bring our unique challenges to a 
safe place where we can find support and 
hope. Each group is strictly confidential  
and is led by trained leaders with similar life 
experiences. Men and women meet  in 
separate groups. 

Parents of Adult   
Addicted Children (Mixed 
Group)  
Christ-centered support and 
fellowship for those who need 
a safe place to share the truth 
about their lives, problems, 
and struggles with addicted 
adult children. 

 
 
Alcohol and Chemically   
Dependent Women’s Group  
and 
 Alcohol and Chemically  
Dependent Men’s Group 
Substance abuse and addic-
tion can affect your life in a 
profound way; having an im-
pact on relationships, work, 
and even your sense of self worth.  This group 
uses Godly principles to combat the hold that 
chemical dependency can have on your life.   
 
Basic Bible Study 
This is a Bible Study group for new believers 
and anyone who would like to take a closer 
look at the New Testament.  We will begin our 
study with the Gospel of Mark. 
 
Made to Crave  
This Women’s Support Group will 
learn about “satisfying your deep-
est desire with God, not food.”
